Financial Obligations

This year, all marchers will be required to purchase their own instrument lyre for holding their music during rehearsals and performances from the stands. These usually cost around $10. You can buy these at the local music stores (see below). If this is a serious financial hardship, please come and talk to Mr. Hansen.

You will be given a flip-folder and enough windows for all the marching literature. That’s right given, in other words...free! It’s even yours to keep after the marching season is over! Remember, students must bring their music, folders, and lyres to every game.
